Preface

These Bidding Documents have been prepared for use by Procuring agencies and their
implementing agencies in the procurement of goods through National Competitive Bidding
(NCB).

In order to simplify the preparation of bidding documents for each procurement, the
Bidding Documents are grouped in two parts based on provisions which are fixed and that
which are specific for each procurement. Provisions which are intended to be used unchanged
are in Part one, which includes Section I, Instructions to Bidders, and Section Il, General
Conditions of Contract. Data and provisions specific to each procurement and contract are
included in Part Two which includes Section |1, Bid Data Sheet; Section Ill, Special Conditions
of Contract; Section 1V, Schedule of Requirements; Section V, Technical Specifications; and
the forms to be used in Section I, Invitation for Bids, and Section VI, Sample Forms.

This is Part one which is fixed and contains provisions which are to be used unchanged.

Each section is prepared with notes intended only as information for the Procuring agency or
the person drafting the bidding documents. They shall not be included in the final documents.

Instructions to Bidders
A. Introduction

1. Source of 11 The Procuring agency has received /applied for
Funds loan/grant/federal/provincial/local government funds from the
source(s) indicated in the bidding data in various currencies
towards the cost of the project /schemes specified in the bidding
data and it is intended that part of the proceeds of this
loan/grant/funds/ will be applied to eligible payments under the

contract for which these bidding documents are issued.

12 Payment by the Fund will be made only at the request of the
Procuring agency and upon approval by the Government of Sindh.,
and in case of a project will be subject in all respect to the terms
and conditions of the agreement. The Project Agreement prohibits
a withdrawal from the allocated fund account for the purpose of
any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if
such payment or import, to the knowledge of the Federal
Government/ Sindh Government, is prohibited by a decision of the
United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the
Charter of the United Nations. No party other than the Procuring
agency shall derive any rights from the Project Agreement or have
any claim to the allocated fund proceeds.

2. Eligible 21 This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers from eligible source
Bidders as defined in the SPP Rules, 2009 and its Bidding Documents
except as provided hereinafter.

22 Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the
past, directly or indirectly, with a firm or any of its affiliates which
have been engaged by the Procuring agency to provide consulting
services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other
documents to be used for the procurement of the goods to be
purchased under this Invitation for Bids.

23 Government-owned enterprises in the Province of Sindh may
participate only if they are legally and financially autonomous, if
they operate under commercial law, and if they are not a
dependent agency of the Government of Sindh.

24  Bidders shall not be eligible to bid if they are under a declaration
of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by the
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Part One - Section I. Instructions to Bidders 7

any government organization in accordance with sub clause 34.1

3. Eligible Goods 31 All goods and related services to be supplied under the contract
and Services shall have their origin in eligible source countries, defined in the
SPP Rules, 2009 and its Bidding Documents ,and all expenditures

made under the contract will be limited to such goods and services.

32 For purposes of this clause, “origin” means the place where the
goods are mined, grown, or produced, or the place from which the
related services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through
manufacturing, processing, or substantial and major assembly of
components, a commercially-recognized product results that is
substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or
utility from its components.

33 The origin of goods and services is distinct from the nationality of

the Bidder.
4. Cost of 41 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
Bidding submission of its bid, and the Procuring agency named in the Bid

Data Sheet, hereinafter referred to as “the Procuring agency,” will
in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the
conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

52 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms,
and specifications in the bidding documents. Failure to furnish all
information required by the bidding documents or to submit a bid
not substantially responsive to the bidding documents in every
respect will be at the Bidder’s risk and may result in the

rejection of its bid.

6. Clarificationof 61 A interested Bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding
Bidding documents may notify the Procuring agency in writing. The
Documents Procuring agency will respond in writing to any request for

clarification of the bidding documents which it receives no later
than three working days prior to the deadline for the submission
of bids prescribed in the Bid Data Sheet. Written copies of the
Procuring agency’s response (including an explanation of the
query but without identifying the source of inquiry) will be sent to
all interested bidders that have received the bidding documents.

7. Amendmentof 71 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the
Bidding Procuring agency, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or
Documents in response to a clarification requested by a interested Bidder, may

modify the bidding documents by amendment.

72 All interested bidders that have received the bidding documents
will be notified of the amendment in writing, and will be binding
on them.

73 Inorder to allow interested bidders reasonable time in which to
take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the
Procuring agency, at its discretion, may extend the deadline for
the submission of bids.

C. Preparation of Bids

8. Language of 81 The bid prepared by the Bidder, as well as all correspondence
Bid and documents relating to the bid exchanged by the Bidder and

the Procuring agency shall be written in the language specified in
the Bid Data Sheet. Supporting documents and printed literature
furnished by the Bidder may be in another language provided
they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant
passages in the language specified in the Bid Data Sheet, in
which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the
translation shall govern.

9. Documents 91 The bid prepared by the Bidder shall comprise the following

10.1 The Bidder shall complete the Bid Form and the appropriate
Price Schedule furnished in the bidding documents, indicating the
goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, their country
of origin, quantity, and prices.

11.1 The Bidder shall indicate on the appropriate Price Schedule the
unit prices (where applicable) and total bid price of the goods it
proposes to supply under the contract.

11.2 Prices indicated on the Price Schedule shall be delivered duty
paid (DDP) prices. The price of other (incidental) services, if
any, listed in the Bid Data Sheet will be entered separately.

11.3 The Bidder’s separation of price components in accordance with
ITB Clause 11.2 above will be solely for the purpose of facilitating
the comparison of bids by the Procuring agency and will not in
any way limit the Procuring agency’s right to contract on any of
the terms offered.

11.5 Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder’s
performance of the contract and not subject to variation on any
account, unless otherwise specified in the Bid Data Sheet. A bid
submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as
nonresponsive and will be rejected, pursuant to ITB Clause 24.
If, however, in accordance with the Bid Data Sheet, prices
quoted by the Bidder shall be subject to adjustment during the
performance of the contract, a bid submitted with a fixed price
quotation will not be rejected, but the price adjustment would be
treated as zero.

12.1 Prices shall be quoted in Pak Rupees unless otherwise specified
in the Bid Data Sheet.

131 Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its

bid, documents establishing the Bidder’s eligibility to bid and its
qualifications to perform the contract if its bid is accepted.

Eligibility and

Quialification 13.2 The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s eligibility to bid shall
establish to the Procuring agency’s satisfaction that the Bidder, at
the time of submission of its bid, is from an eligible country as
defined under ITB Clause 2.

133 The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications to
perform the contract if its bid is accepted shall establish to the
Procuring agency’s satisfaction:

(@ that, in the case of a Bidder offering to supply goods under
the contract which the Bidder did not manufacture or
otherwise produce, the Bidder has been duly authorized by
the goods’ Manufacturer or producer to supply the goods in
the Procuring agency’s country;,

() that the Bidder has the financial, technical, and production
capability necessary to perform the contract;

(©) that, in the case of a Bidder not doing business within the
Procuring agency’s country, the Bidder is or will be (if
awarded the contract) represented by an Agent in that
country equipped, and able to carry out the Supplier’s
maintenance, repair, and spare parts-stocking obligations
prescribed in the Conditions of Contract and/or Technical
Specifications; and

(d that the Bidder meets the qualification criteria listed in the
Bid Data Sheet.

14. Documents 141 Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its
Establishing bid, documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the
Goods’ bidding documents of all goods and services which the Bidder
Eligibility and proposes to supply under the contract.

Conformity to
Bidding 142 The documentary evidence of the eligibility of the goods and
Documents services shall consist of a statement in the Price Schedule of the

country of origin of the goods and services offered which shall be
confirmed by a certificate of origin issued at the time of shipment.

143 The documentary evidence of conformity of the goods and
services to the bidding documents may be in the form of literature,
drawings, and data, and shall consist of:

(@ a detailed description of the essential technical and
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Part One - Section I. Instructions to Bidders 1:

performance characteristics of the goods;

(b) alist giving full particulars, including available sources and
current prices of spare parts, special tools, etc., necessary for
the proper and continuing functioning of the goods for a
period to be specified in the Bid Data Sheet, following
commencement of the use of the goods by the Procuring
agency; and

(c) an item-by-item commentary on the Procuring agency’s
Technical  Specifications  demonstrating  substantial
responsiveness of the goods and services to those
specifications, or a statement of deviations and exceptions to
the provisions of the Technical Specifications.

144 For purposes of the commentary to be furnished pursuant to ITB
Clause 14.3(c) above, the Bidder shall note that standards for
workmanship, material, and equipment, as well as references to
brand names or catalogue numbers designated by the Procuring
agency in its Technical Specifications, are intended to be
descriptive only and not restrictive. The Bidder may substitute
alternative standards, brand names, and/or catalogue numbers in
its bid, provided that it demonstrates to the Procuring agency’s
satisfaction that the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence to
those designated in the Technical Specifications.

15. Bid Security 15.1 Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its
bid, a bid security in the amount specified in the Bid Data Sheet.

15.2 The bid security is required to protect the Procuring agency against
the risk of Bidder’s conduct which would warrant the security’s
forfeiture, pursuant to ITB Clause 15.7.

153 The bid security shall be in Pak. Rupees and shall be in one of the
following forms:

(@ abank guarantee or an irrevocable letter of credit issued by
a reputable bank located in the Procuring agency’s country,
in the form provided in the bidding documents or another
form acceptable to the Procuring agency and valid for thirty
(30) days beyond the validity of the bid; or

(b) irrevocable encashable on-demand Bank call-deposit.

154 Any bid not secured in accordance with ITB Clauses 15.1 and

15.3 will be rejected by the Procuring agency as nonresponsive,
pursuant to ITB Clause 24.

15.5 Unsuccessful bidders’ bid security will be discharged or returned
as promptly as possible but not later than thirty (30) days after the
expiration of the period of bid validity prescribed by the Procuring
agency pursuant to ITB Clause 16.

15.6 The successful Bidder’s bid security will be discharged upon the
Bidder signing the contract, pursuant to ITB Clause 32, and
furnishing the performance security, pursuant to ITB Clause 33.

15.7 The bid security may be forfeited:

(@) if a Bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid
validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form; or

(b) inthe case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails:

(i)  tosign the contract in accordance with ITB Clause

32;
or
()  to furnish performance security in accordance with
ITB Clause 33.
16. Period of 161 Bids shall remain valid for the period specified in the Bid Data
Validity of Sheet after the date of bid opening prescribed by the Procuring
Bids agency, pursuant to ITB Clause 19. A bid valid for a shorter period

shall be rejected by the Procuring agency as nonresponsive.

162 Inexceptional circumstances, the Procuring agency may solicit the
Bidder’s consent to an extension of the period of validity. The
request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing . The
bid security provided under ITB Clause 15 shall also be suitably
extended. A Bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting its
bid security. A Bidder granting the request will not be required nor
permitted to modify its bid, except as provided in the bidding

document.
17. Format and 171 The Bidder shall prepare an original and the number of copies of
Signing of Bid the bid indicated in the Bid Data Sheet, clearly marking each

“ORIGINAL BID” and “COPY OF BID,” as appropriate. In the
event of any discrepancy between them, the original shall govern.

172 The original and the copy or copies of the bid shall be typed or
written in indelible ink and shall be signed by the Bidder or a
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Part One - Section I. Instructions to Bidders 13

person or persons duly authorized to bind the Bidder to the
contract. All pages of the bid, except for un-amended printed
literature, shall be initialed by the person or persons signing the
bid.

17.3 Any interlineations, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if
they are initialed by the person or persons signing the bid.

17.4 The Bidder shall furnish information as described in the Form of
Bid on commissions or gratuities, if any, paid or to be paid to
agents relating to this Bid, and to contract execution if the Bidder
Is awarded the contract.

D. Submission of Bids

18. Sealing and 181 The Bidder shall seal the original and each copy of the bid in

Marking of separate envelopes, duly marking the envelopes as “ORIGINAL”
Bids and “COPY.” The envelopes shall then be sealed in an outer
envelope.

182 The inner and outer envelopes shall:

(@ beaddressed to the Procuring agency at the address given in
the Bid Data Sheet; and

(b) bear the Project name indicated in the Bid Data Sheet, the
Invitation for Bids (IFB) title and number indicated in the
Bid Data Sheet, and a statement: “DO NOT OPEN
BEFORE,” to be completed with the time and the date
specified in the Bid Data Sheet, pursuant to ITB Clause 2.2.

183 The inner envelopes shall also indicate the name and address of
the Bidder to enable the bid to be returned unopened in case it is
declared “late”.

184 If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked as required by ITB
Clause 18.2, the Procuring agency will assume no responsibility
for the bid’s misplacement or premature opening.

19. Deadline for 191 Bids must be received by the Procuring agency at the address
Submission of specified under ITB Clause 18.2 no later than the time and date
Bids specified in the Bid Data Sheet.

192 The Procuring agency may, at its discretion, extend this deadline

for the submission of bids by amending the bidding documents in
accordance with ITB Clause 7, in which case all rights and
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Part One - Section I. Instructions to Bidders 14

obligations of the Procuring agency and bidders previously subject
to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the deadline as
extended.

20. Late Bids 20.1 Any bid received by the Procuring agency after the deadline for
submission of bids prescribed by the Procuring agency pursuant
to ITB Clause 19 will be rejected and returned unopened to the

Bidder.

21. Modification 211 The Bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after the bid’s
and submission, provided that written notice of the modification,
Withdrawal of including substitution or withdrawal of the bids, is received by the
Bids Procuring agency prior to the deadline prescribed for submission

of bids.

212 The Bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared,
sealed, marked, and dispatched in accordance with the provisions
of ITB Clause 18. by a signed confirmation copy, postmarked not
later than the deadline for submission of bids.

213 No bid may be modified after the deadline for submission of bids.

214 No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for
submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity
specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form. Withdrawal of a bid
during this interval may result in the Bidder’s forfeiture of its bid
security, pursuant to the ITB Clause 15.7.

E. Opening and Evaluation of Bids

22. Opening of 221 The Procuring agency will open all bids in the presence of bidders’
Bids by the representatives who choose to attend, at the time, on the date, and
Procuring at the place specified in the Bid Data Sheet. The bidders’
agency representatives who are present shall sign a register evidencing

their attendance.

222 The bidders’ names, bid modifications or withdrawals, bid prices,
discounts, and the presence or absence of requisite bid security and
such other details as the Procuring agency, at its discretion, may
consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening. No bid
shall be rejected at bid opening, except for late bids, which shall
be returned unopened to the Bidder pursuant to ITB Clause 20.
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Part One - Section I. Instructions to Bidders 15

23 Bids (and modifications sent pursuant to ITB Clause 21.2) that
are not opened and read out at bid opening shall not be considered
further for evaluation, irrespective of the circumstances.
Withdrawn bids will be returned unopened to the bidders.

24 The Procuring agency will prepare minutes of the bid opening.

23. Clarification of 23.1 During evaluation of the bids, the Procuring agency may, at its
Bids discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request

for clarification and the response shall be in writing, and no change

in the prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered, or

permitted.
24. Preliminary 241 The Procuring agency will examine the bids to determine whether
Examination they are complete, whether any computational errors have been

made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the
documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are
generally in order.

242 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there
is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is
obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price
shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected. If the Supplier
does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid will be rejected,
and its bid security may be forfeited. If there is a discrepancy
between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail.

243 The Procuring agency may waive any minor informality,
nonconformity, or irregularity in a bid which does not constitute a
material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or
affect the relative ranking of any Bidder.

244 Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to ITB Clause 25 the
Procuring agency will determine the substantial responsiveness of
each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of these Clauses,
a substantially responsive bid is one which conforms to all the
terms and conditions of the bidding documents without material
deviations. Deviations from, or objections or reservations to
critical provisions, such as those concerning Bid Security (ITB
Clause 15), Applicable Law (GCC Clause 30), and Taxes and
Duties (GCC Clause 32), will be deemed to be a material
deviation. The Procuring agency’s determination of a bid’s
responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself
without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

24.5 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the
Procuring agency and may not subsequently be made responsive
by the Bidder by correction of the nonconformity.

25. Evaluation and 25.1 The Procuring agency will evaluate and compare the bids which
Comparison of have been determined to be substantially responsive, pursuant to
Bids ITB Clause 24.

25.2 The Procuring agency’s evaluation of a bid will be on delivered
duty paid (DDP) price inclusive of prevailing duties and will
exclude any allowance for price adjustment during the period of
execution of the contract, if provided in the bid.

25.3 The Procuring agency’s evaluation of a bid will take into account,
in addition to the bid price quoted in accordance with ITB Clause
11.2, one or more of the following factors as specified in the Bid
Data Sheet, and quantified in ITB Clause 25.4:

(@ incidental costs
(b) delivery schedule offered in the bid,;

(c) deviations in payment schedule from that specified in the
Special Conditions of Contract;

(d) the cost of components, mandatory spare parts, and service;

(e) the availability Procuring agency of spare parts and after-
sales services for the equipment offered in the bid,;

(f)  the projected operating and maintenance costs during the
life of the equipment;

(9) the performance and productivity of the equipment offered;
and/or

(h) other specific criteria indicated in the Bid Data Sheet
and/or in the Technical Specifications.

25.4 For factors retained in the Bid Data Sheet pursuant to ITB 25.3,
one or more of the following quantification methods will be
applied, as detailed in the Bid Data Sheet:

The Procuring agency requires that the goods under the
Invitation for Bids shall be delivered at the time
specified in the Schedule of Requirements which will
be treated as the base, a delivery “adjustment” will be
calculated for bids by applying a percentage, specified
in the Bid Data Sheet, of the DDP price for each week
of delay beyond the base, and this will be added to the
bid price for evaluation. No credit shall be given to
early delivery.

The goods covered under this invitation are required to
be delivered (shipped) within an acceptable range of
weeks specified in the Schedule of Requirement. No
credit will be given to earlier deliveries, and bids
offering delivery beyond this range will be treated as
nonresponsive. Within this acceptable range, an
adjustment per week, as specified in the Bid Data
Sheet, will be added for evaluation to the bid price of
bids offering deliveries later than the earliest delivery
period specified in the Schedule of Requirements.

The goods covered under this invitation are required to
be delivered in partial shipments, as specified in the
Schedule of Requirements. Bids offering deliveries
earlier or later than the specified deliveries will be
adjusted in the evaluation by adding to the bid price a
factor equal to a percentage, specified in the Bid Data
Sheet, of DDP price per week of variation from the
specified delivery schedule.

Bidders shall state their bid price for the payment
schedule outlined in the SCC. Bids will be evaluated
on the basis of this base price. Bidders are, however,
permitted to state an alternative payment schedule and
indicate the reduction in bid price they wish to offer for
such alternative payment schedule. The Procuring
agency may consider the alternative payment schedule
offered by the selected Bidder.

The list of items and quantities of major assemblies,
components, and selected spare parts, likely to be
required during the initial period of operation specified
in the Bid Data Sheet, is annexed to the Technical
Specifications. The total cost of these items, at the unit
prices quoted in each bid, will be added to the bid price.

The Procuring agency will draw up a list of high- usage
and high-value items of components and spare parts,
along with estimated quantities of usage in the initial
period of operation specified in the Bid Data Sheet.
The total cost of these items and quantities will be
computed from spare parts unit prices submitted by the
Bidder and added to the bid price.

The Procuring agency will estimate the cost of spare
parts usage in the initial period of operation specified
in the Bid Data Sheet, based on information furnished
by each Bidder, as well as on past experience of the
Procuring agency or other procuring agencies in
similar situations. Such costs shall be added to the bid
price for evaluation.

Spare parts and after sales service facilities in the
Procuring agency’s country.

The cost to the Procuring agency of establishing the
minimum service facilities and parts inventories, as outlined
in the Bid Data Sheet or elsewhere in the bidding documents,
if quoted separately, shall be added to the bid price.
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()  Operating and maintenance costs.

Since the operating and maintenance costs of the goods
under procurement form a major part of the life cycle cost of
the equipment, these costs will be evaluated in accordance
with the criteria specified in the Bid Data Sheet or in the
Technical Specifications.

(@) Performance and productivity of the equipment.

() Bidders shall state the guaranteed performance or
efficiency in response to the Technical Specification.
For each drop in the performance or efficiency below
the norm of 100, an adjustment for an amount specified
in the Bid Data Sheet will be added to the bid price,
representing the capitalized cost of additional
operating costs over the life of the plant, using the
methodology specified in the Bid Data Sheet or in the
Technical Specifications.

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for bidders to respond realistically
and competitively to the requirements of the Procuring agency without qualifying their bids.
The specifications must be drafted to permit the widest possible competition and, at the same
time, present a clear statement of the required standards of workmanship, materials, and
performance of the goods and services to be procured. Only if this is done will the objectives
of economy, efficiency, and fairness in procurement be realized, responsiveness of bids be
ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation facilitated. The specifications should
require that all goods and materials to be incorporated in the goods be new, unused, and of
the most recent or current models, and that they incorporate all recent improvements in
design and materials unless provided for otherwise in the contract.

Samples of specifications from previous similar procurements in the same country are useful
in this respect. The use of metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the
goods and the repetitiveness of the type of procurement, it may be advantageous to
standardize the General Technical Specifications and incorporate them in a separate
subsection. The General Technical Specifications should cover all classes of workmanship,
materials, and equipment commonly involved in manufacturing similar goods, although not
necessarily to be used in a particular procurement.

Where other particular standards
are used, whether national standards of the Borrower’s country or other standards, the
specifications should state that equipment, materials, and workmanship that meet other
authoritative standards, and which ensure at least a substantially equal quality than the
standards mentioned, will also be acceptable. The following clause may be inserted in the
Special Conditions of Contract or the Technical Specifications.

Sample Clause: Equivalency of Standards and Codes

Wherever reference is made in the Technical Specifications to specific standards
and codes to be met by the goods and materials to be furnished or tested, the
provisions of the latest current edition or revision of the relevant shall apply,
unless otherwise expressly stated in the Contract. Where such standards and
codes are national or relate to a particular country or region, other authoritative
standards that ensure substantial equivalence to the standards and codes
specified will be acceptable.
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Reference to brand name and catalogue number should be avoided as far as possible; where
unavoidable they should always be followed by the words “or at least equivalent.”

Where appropriate, drawings, including site plans as required, may be furnished by the
Procuring agency with the bidding documents. Similarly, the Supplier may be requested to
provide drawings or samples either with its bid or for prior review by the Procuring agency
during contract execution.
